Object : European  Doctorate  Workshops,  Bayonne 2010
Within the framework for study and research activities network they have implemented about European Area of Liberty, Security and Justice, the universities of Aix en Provence, Lyon III, Paris X Ouest Nanterre La Défense and Pau organised last year in Toulouse the first session of European Doctorate Workshops on the understanding of this area.

This first meeting achieved a great success with the doctorate students as much as their Director of Research, as it gathered more than twenty French and European universities. The result of doctorate students' collaborative works is to be published in Lamy review, droit des affaires. 

I. The second session of these European Doctorate Workshops will take place in Multidisciplinary Faculty of Bayonne on June 10 and 11th  2010. As previously and according to the same practical terms, it concerns doctorate students together with their Director of Research or post-doctorate students in law or economics of your University, who are concerned by the following issue : 

“Strengthening the European Area of Liberty, Security and Justice : fundamental issues”.  

Those general terms aim to not define unduly the framework of discussions and these will be structured around three mains issues, in order to reach a transverse approach between private law and public law, migration law, legal assistance or Public International Law. It concerns the following issues : 

1. The judge in the area of liberty

Amongst the suggestions made during the evaluation of the first session, this theme has been chosen with enthusiasm. As regards the judge of the area of liberty or the judge "acting" in this area, the judicialisation of the area of liberty is having a particular meaning with the entry into force of Lisbon Treaty, the promotion of the ECJ, up to the importance of the principle of mutual recognition or the enforceability of the Charter of Fundamental Rights. 
2. Solidarities and Area of Liberty, Security and Justice

The inscription of the principle of solidarity in Lisbon Treaty refers obviously to the fight against great criminal phenomena like terrorism. This constitutes a simple illustration of the issue, which refers, for example in terms of migration, to the solidarity between member states and also towards third countries. Therefore, this point of view leads to look into the external dimension of the area. 

3. Europe of Law, Europe of rights

Even if it is tarnish, the expression is eloquent regarding the challenges that the area of liberty – "reformatted" with Lisbon Treaty – should take up. Unilateral or common production of rules, mutual recognition "creating" the cooperation, national or European controls, European Union's accession to ECHR are a few elements of improvement, but also of normative complexity. 

These issues will have to be stated in the different fields of the area of Liberty, Security and Justice, in order to evaluate the homogeneity and the methods. A comparison with the methods used for building the internal market might help. Comparison with other regional integrations should also be considered.

II. The sequence of these workshops will follow the same outline, as it perfectly lives up to the expectations during the first session in Toulouse. Leading mainly by a Professor of the network, they rely on the competence of "resources" professors, which means involved in doctoral research and coming from various European and French universities. 

During these workshops, the students – selected by a scientific committee - will first briefly present their work and thoughts (15 minutes in French or English), in accordance with the theme of the doctoral workshop. Presentations will be followed by questions and debates, in order to confront the doctorate student - beyond the exercise of presentation – to debates. This will also lead the student to meet colleagues of his generation and working on similar issues, as the directors of research should meet and discuss together. The results of all the different Doctorate Workshops will be published, in order to inform a larger community of the orientations and progress of the research. 

III. Concerning logistical issues, the Faculty of Bayonne will organise and support financially all  the  meals  of  the  participants  during  the  2  days, for the  doctorate  students, post-doctorate  and  directors of  research. Each University willing to participate will be in charge of travelling and accommodation expenses for their researchers and teachers.  

I would be very grateful to you if you could forward the information to your doctorate students, and to your colleagues, who might be interested.

All  documents  must  be  sent  to  Bayonne before  March the 20th  2010 in  order  to  allow  the  scientific  committee  to  select  the  participants  and  organise  the  research groups.

We really enjoy in advance to meet some of you again and to expand the network of researchers specialised in the study of this area of Liberty, Security and Justice.
